What do Servers do?

Servers carry the processional candles, cross and Gospel
book at the roam Parish Communion service on Sundays.
They are an important part of the enactment of the liturgy
and hopefully enable the congregation to worship God
more prayerfully.

Servers usually begin as one of the two candle-bearers,
with an experienced colleague to guide and help them.
Full training is offered.
